ACU Urges Members of Congress to Sign Cox Letter, Support Bush Veto Threat

Alexandria, VA – The American Conservative Union today urged members of Congress to sign a letter being circulated by Rep. Chris Cox of California promising to support President Bush’s threatened veto of a bloated transportation funding bill.

Currently, about 100 members of the 146 needed to sustain a presidential veto have signed the Cox letter. 

“The $318 billion transportation bill passed by the Senate marks a $100 billion increase over the last transportation funding measure passed in 1998,” said Donald Devine, an ACU Vice Chairman who also served as President Reagan’s director of U.S. Office Personnel Management. “In a time of ballooning budget deficits, such spending is irresponsible and unwarranted. Although the ponderous $370 billion House version has been trimmed down to roughly $330 billion, it still far exceeds the $256 billion proposed by President Bush.

“ACU supports President Bush’s threat to veto any transportation bill that exceeds the $256 billion he has requested. Conservatives in Congress should support President Bush’s effort to restore fiscal discipline and sign Rep. Cox’s letter in support of the president’s promised veto.”
